1.7 LIMITATIONS OF THE STUDY

The presence of social desirability bias may also influence employees to provide answers they believe are favorable rather than fully truthful.
         Another limitation is the focus of the study on internal time management practices within the dairy operations. External factors such as supply chain disruptions, transportation delays, and fluctuations in milk supply from farmers are not extensively analyzed, even though they can have a significant impact on the overall efficiency and timing of dairy processes.
        Additionally, this study does not delve deeply into the role of advanced technology, automation, or software tools in improving time management due to resource constraints and limited access to technological data. The rapid technological changes in the dairy sector might influence time management in ways not captured by this study.
         Time constraints during the research period also limited the possibility of conducting extensive longitudinal observations or follow-ups, which could have provided a more in-depth understanding of time management patterns over different seasons or operational cycles.
         Lastly, the study is limited by the availability and willingness of employees to participate fully in the research activities. Some employees may have been unavailable for interviews or reluctant to share detailed information due to workload or privacy concerns.
