Variations in company size, management practices, work culture, and employee welfare policies mean that the findings may not apply uniformly across all packaging industries. Some firms may have well-developed HR systems that enhance job satisfaction, while others may still struggle with basic employee engagement. The lack of a longitudinal study design also limits understanding of how job satisfaction changes over time in response to organizational or market dynamics.
          Furthermore, external economic conditions such as inflation, employment laws, and market competition were not deeply analyzed, though these factors could significantly impact employee attitudes. The study also does not extensively cover the influence of emerging technologies and automation on job satisfaction, which is becoming increasingly relevant as packaging industries modernize. Finally, limitations related to resource availability, including funding and access to some organizations, may have restricted the depth and breadth of data collected.

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2. REVIEW OF LITERATURE

2.3 Job Satisfaction in the Manufacturing and Packaging Sector
Research focusing specifically on the packaging industry is limited but growing. Sharma and Gupta (2022) studied employee engagement in Indian packaging firms and found that job satisfaction strongly correlated with recognition and opportunities for skill development. Similarly, studies in related manufacturing sectors indicate that poor working conditions and lack of career advancement often cause dissatisfaction and high turnover (Kumar & Singh, 2019).
