· Secondly, the data collected is primarily based on employee responses through surveys or interviews, which are subjective in nature. Some workers may be hesitant to share negative feedback about their employers due to fear of job loss or retaliation, potentially leading to biased or incomplete information.
· Thirdly, the study focuses only on the internal welfare measures provided by the organization and does not extensively cover external socio-economic factors such as housing conditions outside the workplace, family background, or community support systems, which may also influence employee well-being.
· Additionally, time and resource constraints may limit the sample size and the number of food industry units that can be studied in detail. A larger sample could have provided a more comprehensive view of the prevailing conditions across the sector.
· Lastly, rapid changes in industry practices, labor policies, and economic factors during or after the study period may affect the relevance of some findings over time. As such, the study reflects the conditions at the time of data collection and may require future updates to stay current.















CHAPTER – II
2. REVIEW OF LITERATURE
          A review of literature provides the theoretical foundation and contextual background for any research study. In the context of labour welfare in the food industry, several researchers, institutions, and policy reports have explored various dimensions such as working conditions, employee satisfaction, health and safety, and the impact of welfare measures on productivity. This chapter presents a summary of relevant studies that offer insights into the current state of labour welfare, the challenges faced by the food industry, and best practices implemented across various regions and companies.
          Sarma (2017) studied the effectiveness of welfare measures in small-scale food processing units and found that while basic facilities such as drinking water and sanitation were provided, workers lacked access to proper medical care and training. The study emphasized the need for periodic welfare audits and better implementation of labor laws.
          Kumar and Devi (2018) analyzed employee welfare practices in medium-sized food manufacturing firms. Their research highlighted that welfare activities significantly influenced employee motivation, job satisfaction, and retention. However, gaps remained in occupational safety and grievance redressal systems.
          Ramaswamy (2019) focused on the relationship between welfare schemes and worker productivity in large-scale dairy industries. The findings suggested a direct correlation between structured welfare programs and reduced absenteeism, better health, and higher output levels from employees.
          Mehta (2020) conducted a study on labour welfare awareness in the packaged food industry and revealed that many workers, especially contractual and migrant laborers, were unaware of the welfare provisions available to them. The study recommended conducting regular training and awareness programs.
          International Labour Organization (ILO, 2021) reported that food industry workers, especially those in developing countries, face significant risks related to hygiene, physical strain, and job insecurity. The report advocated for the inclusion of worker welfare in food safety certification standards and corporate social responsibility programs.
          Srinivasan and Babu (2022) investigated the implementation of statutory welfare provisions under the Factories Act in food industries. They found a high compliance rate in larger companies but poor enforcement in smaller or informal sector units. This highlighted the need for stricter inspections and penalties for non-compliance.
          Pandey et al. (2023) explored the psychological impact of welfare activities such as recreational facilities and stress management workshops on food industry workers. The research concluded that emotional and mental well-being programs are often neglected but play a crucial role in overall workforce efficiency.
          From the above literature, it is evident that while some food industries have taken steps to ensure worker welfare, many still fall short of meeting the required standards. Common issues include a lack of awareness among workers, inconsistent implementation of policies, and limited facilities in small and medium enterprises. At the same time, the positive impact of well-executed welfare measures on employee performance and organizational productivity is well documented.

CHAPTER – III
