1.7 LIMITATIONS OF THE STUDY

The timing of data collection may also influence responses, especially if conducted during periods of high workload or organizational changes.
          The study is further constrained by temporal and resource factors, limiting the sample size and the depth of analysis. Given the dynamic nature of hybrid work arrangements and evolving policies, the findings represent a snapshot in time and may not capture long-term trends or future shifts in work-life balance dynamics. External variables such as individual family situations, personal health issues, and socio-economic factors, which heavily impact work-life balance, are beyond the scope of this research and therefore not deeply analyzed.
          Technological factors also impose limitations. While technology facilitates hybrid work, differences in access to reliable internet, familiarity with digital tools, and home workspace environments can influence employee experiences but are only partially addressed in this study. Lastly, cultural and regional differences that might affect perceptions of work-life balance are not within this study’s scope, especially if CloudNow Technologies operates in multiple geographic locations.

CHAPTER – II

According to Gartner (2021), nearly 70% of organizations globally planned to adopt hybrid work models post-pandemic, recognizing its potential to enhance flexibility and employee autonomy. Hybrid work enables employees to structure their work schedules and locations in ways that best fit their personal circumstances, thus offering the potential for improved work-life balance (Felstead & Henseke, 2017).

Several studies have shown mixed outcomes regarding hybrid work's impact on work-life balance. These include organizational support, leadership style, technology infrastructure, employee self-discipline, and family circumstances (Golden & Veiga, 2008). Additionally, employee demographics such as gender, age, and caregiving responsibilities can affect how work-life balance is perceived and managed (Eddleston & Mulki, 2017).
