· Secondly, the study covers a specific period, typically five financial years. As such, the analysis may not fully capture the long-term financial strategies or the effects of recent changes in management policies or external economic shifts that occurred outside this timeframe.
· Another limitation is that the study focuses primarily on quantitative aspects such as cash flow figures, ratios, and trends. It does not deeply explore qualitative factors such as management efficiency, internal control systems, or employee behavior, which may also influence cash handling and liquidity.
· Additionally, the study is restricted to Food Ltd and does not include a comparative analysis with other companies in the food industry. This limits the ability to benchmark performance against industry peers or derive broader generalizations.
· External factors like government policies, inflation, supply chain disruptions, or market shocks are only considered in a general sense and are not analyzed in detail, although they may significantly impact cash management practices.
· Finally, due to time and resource constraints, primary data collection such as interviews or surveys with company officials was not conducted, which could have provided deeper insight into the practical challenges faced in managing cash on a day-to-day basis.
· Despite these limitations, the study provides a solid foundation for understanding and evaluating the cash management performance of Food Ltd and offers useful recommendations for improvement.









CHAPTER – II
2. REVIEW OF LITERATURE
         A review of literature helps to understand previous research and scholarly contributions related to the subject, providing a theoretical foundation for the present study. In the context of cash management, numerous studies have been conducted highlighting its critical role in financial performance, liquidity management, and operational efficiency. This chapter presents an overview of relevant literature that supports the objectives of the study on cash management in Food Ltd.
         Pandey, I.M. (2009) in his book Financial Management emphasized the significance of cash as the most liquid asset in any business. He noted that while companies strive for profitability, liquidity must not be ignored, as a lack of cash can disrupt operations regardless of profit levels.
         Gitman, L.J. (2007) in his research on financial management practices pointed out that cash budgeting and forecasting are crucial tools in managing day-to-day financial requirements. His study indicated that firms with regular cash flow monitoring are more resilient during economic slowdowns.
        Smith, K.V. (1973) discussed working capital management and explained the importance of managing current assets, especially cash, to avoid liquidity issues. His research found that maintaining an optimum level of cash improves both operational flexibility and stakeholder trust.
        Deloof, M. (2003) in his study on the relationship between working capital management and corporate profitability found that companies that effectively manage cash, receivables, and inventory tend to be more profitable. His study was based on a sample of Belgian firms, with a strong emphasis on cash conversion cycles.
        Lazaridis and Tryfonidis (2006) explored how efficient cash management can enhance profitability in food processing firms. They concluded that tighter control over accounts receivable and inventory combined with effective cash flow planning contributes directly to better returns.
         Raheman and Nasr (2007) conducted a study on Pakistani firms and demonstrated a strong link between cash flow management and firm performance. Their findings supported the view that liquidity must be balanced with profitability for sustainable business growth.
          Dr. S. M. Ramu (2014) examined cash management in FMCG companies in India and observed that companies with strong internal control systems, proper forecasting, and cash budgeting tend to perform better even in competitive and low-margin sectors like food and beverages.
         Sur, D. (2001) analyzed liquidity management in Indian companies and emphasized the importance of maintaining a minimum cash balance to meet short-term liabilities. He also pointed out that idle cash indicates poor financial planning and reduces returns on capital employed.
         Mohan, R. (1998) stated in his financial review that the success of cash management depends not only on internal policies but also on market dynamics, seasonal trends, and the company’s position in the supply chain. His insights are especially relevant to industries with fluctuating demand like the food sector.
         Khan and Jain (2013) highlighted the use of cash flow ratios as a more reliable measure of liquidity than traditional accounting ratios. They argued that real cash flows give a clearer picture of a firm's financial stability and operating health.
         These studies collectively show that cash management is not just a financial function but a strategic process that directly influences a company's ability to operate efficiently and grow sustainably. The literature strongly supports the need for continuous monitoring, budgeting, and planning of cash resources, especially in industries like food processing where margins are tight and operations are volume-driven.
         This review forms the foundation for the present study, which aims to examine and evaluate the cash management practices in Food Ltd, identify gaps, and suggest improvements that align with the best practices highlighted in previous research.





CHAPTER – III
