This limitation may restrict the depth and breadth of the analysis, potentially leaving out critical insights from less forthcoming affiliates or smaller players within the network.
           The study also faces temporal limitations. Affiliate marketing and digital marketing trends evolve rapidly, driven by continuous technological advancements, changing consumer behaviors, and fluctuating market conditions. As a result, the strategies and tools examined in this research reflect the state of the industry at a specific point in time (up to 2024) and may become outdated as new platforms, technologies, or consumer preferences emerge. These factors can have substantial impacts on travel demand and affiliate marketing outcomes, which means the study might not fully account for such unpredictable influences on the effectiveness of affiliate strategies.
