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                                 ABSTRACT
Orphanage is the name to describe a residential place dedicated for orphans whose parents are dead. Parent and grandparent are legally responsible for taking up the responsibility of taking care of their grandchildren, but in case both parents and grandparents, or other relations willing to take up the responsibility of the children, they lose all protection. Orphanages [1][2] provide them another way to foster care of the orphans in a society setting in which they live and learn. We proposed an orphanage home management information system that will change the manual work (paper work) management to a (digitized) computerized management system. This will ease information attainment, storage and recovery using Hypertext Preprocessor (PHP) programming language was used for user interface design and it make available the necessary features in accomplishing the aims of the system.                                CHAPTER-1 
                          INTRODUCTION   
Orphanage Home Management System (OHMS) is designed mostly for orphanage home centers to achieve the orphan registration and maintenance. It is a standalone system which only can be access on a single computer. The system is designed based on the center's size and requirements.   The users of the system are the staffs and administrator or manager. The registration procedure of the orphans is managed by the staffs while the system administrator is only involved in managing the staff record and maintenance. Only administrator has the authority and privileges to do the system maintenance such as backup and recovery if there is system failure. The methodology of this system is Structured System Analysis and Design (SSADM).A research that has been done based on the current manually operated (paper) system and all the problems declarations and requirements have been acknowledged. Furthermore, OHS is designed to resolve the vulnerability of the current orphan’s registration system at the orphanage homes. A survey conducted indicated that most of the orphanage homes in Ghana still uses paper and cabinets for storing of orphaned children’s’ details. Our proposed design of the Orphanage Home Management System (OHMS)the interface has been designed according to the requirement and needs of the orphanage home. Rather than that, this system also has been tested and assessed in real life. This Orphanage Home Management System will help to improve the performance of current situation and overcome the problems that may arise. The problem concerning the orphan child [3] is one that has attracted a lot of qualms and concern in recent times. It is an issue which is very predominant in the Ghanaian [4] society as count less teenage children are victims. This point toward that the orphans don’t have siblings or any other relations, home or identity. For  these reasons the children lack the atmosphere enjoyed in the family as well as the common amenities and are more or less isolated by the public. It is a worse situation to be an orphan at an early age, adding to the lack of common amenities needed to survive, neglect and selfishness of the public makes it even more unbearable. This pushes some organizations in making efforts to reduce these general problems by providing orphanage homes. Thus, Orphanage Information System [1] is keen to the management of orphanage homes, they are mostly valued or important records of orphans and their transaction are needed to be kept for future reference. They also offer flexibility in accessing and retrieving of information. In highly populated countries like India, food, cloth and books wastage is a disturbing issue. The streets, garbage bins, and landfills have ample proof to prove it. Marriages, canteens, restaurants, social and family get-togethers and functions expel out so much food. Food wastage is not only an indication of hunger but also of many economic problems.                    CHAPTER 2

2.1.1 DRAWBACKS OF EXISTING SYSTEM: 
In existing system people can view only the address of the particular orphanages which are searched by the users. In that people cannot do any donation or sponsorships. This is the main drawback of the existing system. And also this is the main disadvantage of the orphanages those who are in need of getting help from others .The above systems had various weaknesses that could pose disadvantages to the users and the orphanage institutions as well. It was time consuming. For the case of a manual system, the following were the problems experienced while using it: loss of a file or register meant that data was completely lost since there was no backup, duplication of entries due to misplacement of records, data stored in the filing cabinets can fall in wrong hands and modified, Space occupied by registers and files kept in the filing cabinets, unreliable since records were handwritten and errors might occur, slow rate of data retrieval and it is costly to purchase papers and files for a bigger population. While using Microsoft access to manage orphan records, the following challenges were poised: all the information from the database is stored in one file, it is limited for small for small to medium organizations, it is difficult to publish files apart from static files, power outage affects the operations,  requires  internet  and subscription for Office 365account if there is need for cloud storage and backup of data.
2.2. PROPOSED SYSTEM 
The proposed system (design) will be used by the staffs of the orphanage homes to save the important details of orphaned children. Guided by the concept the system is designed particularly for orphanage homes and it is a stand alone system(s). The scope comprises of the user(s) and function(s) that’s involved in the system. The system does not cover the financial of the orphanage home.By selecting the particular category they can reach their required page. In the donation category they can donate food, clothes and money the particular orphanage they wish. In adoption category they will get list of orphans and their details of different orphanages. In case for admin login whole pattern will be different. Whenever new orphan is admitted they can enroll the details of that child in this portal. And if there is any shortage of food, cloth or money they can give a notification to the registered user’s phone numbers. Each person who login into the application has to undergo authentication with their phone number and they will become a member of this application and they will be given a unique ID which reduces chaos. So whenever admin puts a notification of need will be reflected as a notification to the donor’s side. And in our application we have planned to display list of orphanage region wise.

2.2.1. ADVANTAGES OF PROPOSED SYSTEM:
The proposed system of receiving data from the orphan is more effective and dependable. This is so since the system collects the exact information regarding every orphan registered on the system, the modern system or computerized system of receiving data will keep records for a very long period of time and also the record can be searched, updated and saved in the database.
