In India, there are 759 pulp and paper mills in India as on March, 2014 with an installed capacity of 12.7 MTPA (Million Tons Per Annum), producing around 10.90 MTPA paper, paper board and newsprint. The production is anticipated to grow up to 14.0 MTPA by the year 2016. The average annual turnover of the industry is approximately ‘30,000 cores, which accounts for approximately 0.37% of the national GDP. It contributes ‘ 3000 cores to exchequer and provides direct employment opportunities to about 0.37 Million people and indirect employment of over 1.2 Million people. The Indian paper share in World’s production is just 2.6% only. In this connection, inventory is the major role play in the production process. Hence there is need to study the inventory management in paper industries.
